e Few countries hold the wonder of Egypt.
Just hearing the name conjures images of mighty
pharaohs, majestic pyramids, massive temples
and colossal monuments and the 1ife—-giving Nile
River, which was the source of Egypt’s power and
glory in the ancient world.

During the tour you can see King Tut’s treasures
and the Pyramids of Ancient Memphis, gaze up
at the Sphinx and huge statue of Ramses 11,
explore the Luxor Temple built in part by famous
pharaohs including Amenhotep III, Ramses 11,

and Tutankhamun, home to the Temple
Amun-Ra.

e Explore the Valley of the Kings, where tor 500
years pharaohs like King Tut had their
mummified remains buried along with their most
prized worldly possessions; and tour Queen

Nefertari’s tomb within the Valley of the Queens.

e A highlight of our tour is the visit to the Nubian
village. Here you will meet the Nubian people
who live there and carry on the traditions of
their ancestors, and ancient African civilization
that were the original rulers of Egypt.

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Visit the Great Pyramids, at Giza,
W]‘llL]‘l 1nL]ude t]‘le yran‘lld OF
Khutu, which is the largest
pyra.mld ever built.

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complex guarded by the legend‘:

lion body with the tace of
Chephren.




Visit the Egyptian Muscum of Antiquitics, where over
250,000 artitacts illustrating over 5000 years of Egyptian
history and arc are displayed.

The exhibits at cthe Egyptian Museum include an exhibic
dedicated to the King Tut collection of treasures. This
gold and jewelry were enclosed in his comb for over
3,500 years before it was discovered in the 1920’ when
his tomb was excavated.

Visit the Great Pyramids, at Giza, and marvel at one of
the wonders of the ancient world!
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Take a domestic ﬂight from Cairo to Luxor. Go inside
the ancient Temple of Karnak and the Temple of

Luxor. Stroll through the famous Temple courtyard
and stand under the colossal granite statue of Ramses

the Great with his queen Nefertari standi'ng between
his knees.

Shop in the City’s oldest market area, navigating its
narrow streets to shop in the famous gold market where
you can buy 22 karat gold or just window shop and
cXperience the traditional market atmosphere.

The old harbor where you can see men engaged in the
traditional scyle of fishing and continue on a leisurely
15-mile drive along the breathtaking coastline enroute to
the Gardens of Montaza.

See the Gardens of Montaza, commonly known as the
Love Garden, visit the royal gardens of King Farouk (the
last king ot Egypt), sce the royal palaces of Haramlek and
Salamlek, the tamous Montaza Bridge and the Tea Palace.

We will end our tour with a relaxing rest stop on the
famous royal beach of the queens.




We will explore Nubian Egypt. Our tour tocuses on
Egypt’s Black roots and its ties to Nubia.

Many historians and archaeologists argue thac ancient
Egypt was predominantly a Black civilization, populated
by Sub-Saharan Africans. Research shows that ancient
Egyptians once called the land of Egypt and the entire

African continent Kemet, meaning “land of the black

people.”

Rescarch also shows that many early Pharaohs were
Black, with close examination of many royal mummies
revealing dark brown skin tones.

(around 2630 BC) for King Djoser.

Memphis was founded by King Menes and was the
capital of Old Egypt during the Old Kingdom.

Sce the Statute of Ramses the Second, the Red Pyramid
and the Bent Pyramid at Dahshur.
